A New Year, a Renewed Consciousness, and
a Memorial Tribute (ITzTemw Siga+ 2NN (IRRNT2TZ))
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January often signals “reset” in the Gregorian rhythm. This month, Surah At-Tawbah
(9:36) brings a sharper reset: Allah has fixed twelve months, four of them sacred, and the
believer’s calendar-awareness is not optional.

In other words, while daily life runs on the Gregorian system for work, study, and appointments,
our moral and devotional rhythm is anchored in the Hijri order. Rajab itself is one of the sacred
months, so the reminder is timely.

Three Commitments for January

1. Restore Hijri awareness: keep a Hijri calendar visible, mark sacred months, and track
approaching seasons (for example, Rajab, Sha‘ban, Ramadan).

2. Reduce self-wronging: control the tongue, limit quarrels, and repair broken ties (for
example, apologies, restitution, reconciliation).

3. Build a disciplined “new start”: set worship anchors that survive busy weeks (for
example, Qur’an daily, punctual salah, consistent dhikr).

Ayah of the Month

Surah At-Tawbah (9:36):

“Indeed, the number of months ordained by Allah is twelve—in Allah’s Recordl since the day
He created the heavens and the earth—of which four are sacred. That is the Right Way. So do
not wrong one another during these months. And fight the polytheists together as they fight
together against you. And know that Allah is with those mindful "of Him".”

Tafsir Snapshot (Key Takeaways)
Based on classical tafsir discussions of this verse:

e« Twelve months are fixed by divine decree. This blocks time manipulation for
convenience, power, or habit.

e The four sacred months are: Dhul-Qa‘dah, Dhul-Hijjah, Muharram, and Rajab.



e Why three consecutive and one separate? Wisdom includes ease and safety around Hajj
travel and a mid-year window for ‘Umrah and visitation.

e “Do not wrong yourselves” applies broadly, but carries heightened weight in sacred
times: guarding sins, repairing harms, and elevating worship.

Hadith Spotlight: Time Restored, Sanctity Restated

In the Farewell Hajj address, the Prophet % clarified that the year is twelve months and named the
four sacred months, including Rajab of Mudar.

He % also linked sacred time to sacred rights: life, property, and honour are inviolable, and the
community must not relapse into internal harm and chaos.
